Lesson 8. Task 1, 2, 3
Period 9

I. OBJECTIVES: 
1. Knowledge: 
Students will review words related to alphabet, numbers and colours.
2. Competences: 
- English competences: Students will be able to sing the alphabet song, make a name card, write and talk about themselves.
- Common competences: Students will develop their independence in practice speaking and develop art and craft skills when making a name card.
3. Qualities: 
- Students will be responsible in doing their tasks, develop sefl-discipline when joining the activities.  
II. EQUIPMENT AND MATERIALS: 
- For Teacher: PP, TV, personal boards, flashcards…
- For students: A4 paper, books, pens, crayons, small boards, family pictures bring from home.
III. LESSON PROCEDURE: 
	Activity 1: Fun Time (10 minutes)

	Teacher’s activities
	Students’ activities

	- Greet students.

Game: Let’s go fishing!
Divide the class into two teams. Teacher shows a picture of a lake with 10 fish. Each fish will show a choice with 3 letters. Play the recording for sts to listen and choose the correct letter. Write points for the teams. 
Listen and sing.
- Ask sts to look at the balloon-letters.
- Ask questions about the letter and review the colours:
* What’s this? (a balloon)
* What colour is it?
* What letter is this?
- Tell students they are going to learn a song.
- Play the recording and tell students to listen and follow the words with their fingers.
- Read out the song one line at a time and ask students to repeat after you.
- Play the recording again. Encourage students to sing along. Practise several times until students are familiar with the words.
- Practice singing in groups, whole class.
- Mini game: who can sing it?
Divide the class into four groups or two teams. Cover some words of the song with blank paper, then ask the groups to sing it. Who can make it will get points.
- Praise or award a prize to the groups who can sing it.

- Elicit more for the writing by asking some questions:
· What’s your name?

· Which class are you in?
· Which school do you go to?

- Ask volunteers to share their name cards and introduce themselves to the class.

Period 10
OBJECTIVES: 
1. Knowledge: 
Students will learn words and phrases related to the topic Family: family, brother, mum, dad, sister, cool; Look at my (family);
2. Competences: 
- English competences: Students will be able to talk about different members of the family
- Common competences: Students will have opportunity to develop the creativeness in making Finger Puppets and develop communication among friends.
3. Qualities: 
- Students develop the love toward family.  
II. EQUIPMENT AND MATERIALS: 
- Basic things: Student’s book, flashcards, Family photo, papers to make Finger Puppets.
- Advanced things: PPT, laptop, TV.
III. LESSON PROCEDURE:
	Activity 1: Warm up (5 minutes)

	Teacher’s activities
	Student’s activities

	- Greet students.
Sing "Finger Family Song" 
https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=G6k7dChBaJ8
- Play the song and ask students to listen and sing along. 
- Each member of the family is represented by a finger. Students can imitate the teacher and repeat the lyrics as well as the gestures.  
Lead in: Photo time!
- Teacher holds up a photo of his/her family.
- Point at you and ask "Who is this?". Elicit that it is you (teacher), then introduce the family members, point to the members while talking.
 
- Write on the board Family and introduce the lesson.

Role play 
- Model a conversation to introduce family by having two students come up to the front of the classroom.
- Each student takes turn to ask and asnwer.  
- Ask students to act out the dialogue in pairs. Ask some volunteers to act it out in front of the whole class.
- Tell students to listen again and fill in the gap.
- Elicit the correct answer.
- Ask students to read the sentence again. 

Task 3: Let’s play!
Game: Point and say
- Ask students to work groups of four. 
- One student looks at the photo in activity 2 and says Look at my ...! (e.g. Look at my mum!), and the other students have to quickly point at the person (e.g. mum) in the photo. 
- The fastest student who points at the right person gets a point.
- Ask students to play in groups. Walk around and give help if necessary.
- Ask some volunteers to play in front of the whole class.

III. LESSON PROCEDURE: 
	Activity 1: Warm up (5 minutes)

	- Greet students.

- Tell students to make groups of 5. Each student in group holds a different flashcard/ tag name of a member in family.  
- If the students listen teacher said the word that matches their flashcard (e.g: mum – up, sister – down, ...), they must stand up/ sit down and say a word out loud.
Lead in:
- Teacher asks 1 group to come and say in front of the class. Each student introduces him/herself: 
I’m dad.             
I’m mum.
I’m brother.
I’m sister.
- Then teacher introduces a family by saying: This is my mum/dad/brother/sister/ family (with hand gestures).
- Tell students they are going to learn more about how to introduce their family members.

	Task 5: Look and say. 
- Tell students to look at the picture for question 1 and ask them whom the arrow points to. Elicit “mum”. Read out the example and ask students to repeat it.
- Explain the rest of the task to students. Allow them enough time to practise saying the sentences individually and then in pairs. Go round the class helping students if necessary.
- Ask volunteers to read out their answers. Correct any mistakes.
Mini game: A lucky star
- Divide class into 2 big groups. (Boys and Girls)
- There are 2 lucky numbers in this game. If students choose a lucky one, they will get 5 points without answering question. If their number is not lucky one, they must read a sentence and get points if it is right, otherwise other groups will take their turn.
- The group which has more points will win the game.

Task 6: Let’s talk!
- Tell students to look at the picture. Then talk about the members of the family in the picture.
- Ask students to work in pairs to talk about the other people in the photo.
- Ask some volunteers to speak in front of the class.
Question tour 
- Ask students to go around class, show their family  photo, then introduce family members to their friends.

	Task 1: Listen and point. Repeat. (Track 1.4)
- Use flashcards to introduce the vocabulary and structure of lesson.
- Say the words for students to repeat in chorus.
- Play the recording for the students to listen to, point to, and repeat the words. 
- Read out the new picture words in the vocabulary box in random order and ask students to point to the correct pictures.
- Read out the word great. Explain the meaning. Then say a student’s name, e.g. Bao’s great! and ask students to repeat. Ask volunteers to stand at the front and do the same with any name they like.
Mini game: Touch the board
- Have 4 -5 students come to the board.
- Teacher calls out a word (aunt, cousin, grandma, grandpa, uncle, great). Once the word has been called, have the students turn around and touch the correct picture.

	Task 2: Listen and write. (Track 1.2)
- Ask students to look at the family photo and count the number of members.
- Point to the names in the text. Read them out and
ask students to repeat. 
- Play the recording. Tell students to look at the picture and follow the text with their fingers.
- Play the recording again, pause after each sentence and ask students to repeat.
- Ask students to practice reading out the text individually and in pairs. Ask some volunteers to read it out in front of the whole class.
- Tell students to look at the photo and ask what should
be filled in the gaps. Elicit “names”. Ask students to read the text again to find out information to fill in the gaps.
Check answers as the whole class.
Task 3: Point and say.
- Ask students to work pairs. Tell them they are going to say sentences based on the photo in Activity 2.
- Ask students to look back at the photo in Activity 2 and
the sample sentences in Activity 3.
Game: Choose and say!
There is a picture of an apple tree. Sts choose the number of apple to get the picture of a family. Sts look at pictures and say what it is about. (with the structure of task 3).
