After solving 6 questions, you win the thief.)
- Set context
- Give game instruction
- Ask sts to choose the team’s leader

Extensional activity: Miming Game 
(before the class, teacher prepares flashcard, words or slide. Sts play in groups. One speaker from each group comes to the front and stand face to face to the class. T shows the picture/ word, group members try to mime, the speaker says aloud the sentence. The first player to say correct sentence gets the point.
Change the role of speaker: Before class, cut out a bunch of pieces of paper that have a word on them (make sure they are words the students will know) screw them up and put them in a bag. take it in turns choosing a student from each team and have them pick a vocabulary word from the bag, the student has to then act out the word without making any sounds, the first team to guess the sentences gets the point)
- Split sts into 3 big teams

- Change the role of speaker to the class after some times
