	Activity 1: Warm up (5 minutes)

	Greet sts
Game: Lucky Star
(sts can play the game both in teams and whole class. T prepares 9 questions to review 9 words: teacher, student, blue, orange, white, pink, classroom, lesson, homework. While playing, sts choose a star and answer the key answer behind each star. Open the present box, sts will see the point they get. The team or a person owns the highest point win the game) 
Extensional Activity: Word game
(Create a Word game with 9 words: teacher, student, blue, orange, white, pink, classroom, lesson, homework, at the front of each word, there is a picture as the clue. Sts look at the picture and the number of word letters. Then guess and write the letters in each blank)
Set sts to play with a peer
Give game instructions: Look at the pictures, count the word letters, write the words)
Deliver pairs handouts/ ask pairs to write answer on paper
Give sts time to finish the words
Guide sts to stick their work on the board when finishing
Check with whole class
The first one will get the point

Task 1. Listen and point. Repeat

- Repeat the words

Minigame: Take the things back
Context: Do you want the thief to give the stolen things back? If you want to take the things back for your school, you have to repeat the name of things correctly.
Ask sts to play role as the policeman
Say the words sts repeat. Pay attention to check their pronunciation if needed
Ask sts to take turn say the words, the others repeat in chorus, in groups

The fastest correct answer will get the point.

Make a sample with a group (pick up a sentence in random, read and say aloud. Then face it back)
Give groups time to practice under the leader’s control until everyone has a chance to say
Go around to support when needed
