- Teacher calls out a word (cheerful, friendly, hardworking, pleasant.). Once the word has been called, have the students turn around and touch the correct picture. 
- Tell students to slap the board as
quickly as they can after hearing the teacher read out two words from the list on the board. The quicker student to slap the correct words get to make a sentence with those words (see the example) and gain 1 point for their team. The team with more points wins.
