	Teacher’s activities

	1. Warm up (5’)


	Goal
	· Create a friendly and exciting atmosphere before the lesson
· Students have positive energy to start the lesson

	Content
	· Play a warm-up song/ Play a short game
· Group division

	Outcome
	Students get engaged in the lesson, well behave and stay focused

	Implementation
	· Greet students.
· Divide the class into 3-4 groups.
· Ask students some questions to recognize their teams.
· Play a warm-up song (or play a game).

* Review:
- Revise the letter Vv, the sound of letter Vv & words violin, vest using flash cards and/or body language.

	· Greet teacher.

· Answer teacher’s questions

· Sing a song or play a game



	2. Presentation (12’): Act 1. Let’s trace. 

	Goal
	Students have better writing skills by tracing and writing the letters and words

	Content
	· Trace the letter

	Outcome
	Remember & recognize the way to write/trace the letter Vv 

	Implementation
	- Use the software to let students to see how to trace Letter Vv twice.
- Guide students to trace the letter Vv: 
· in the air
· in their hand
· on the table with their pointing finger
· on their friend’s back
- Give compliments to students, then listen and check what that letter is.
- Let students listen to the sound then write the letter V 
- Do the same activities with the letter v.

*Book using: 
- Tell students to open the book and start to trace the letter Vv in some minutes
- Check students’ work and give compliments on good students
- Tell students to look at the picture and say the phrases
	- Watch the software tracing the letter Vv
- Practice writing

	3. Practice (10’): Act 2. Choose, write and say.

	Goal
	- Students successfully remember the letter Vv, the sound of letter Vv & words violin, vest and identify the images of these words.  

	Content
	- Look, tick and say


	Outcome
	- Get familiarized with the words: violin, vest and the learned words  and the structure I’d like …


	Implementation
	- Ask students to look at screen then point to each picture and ask them:
1. What’s this?  (bag, bike, vest, violin)
2. What color is it?  
- Have students complete the task by writing the missing words in the blanks. 
I’d like a yellow bag.
I’d like a new bike.
 I’d like a new vest.
I’d like a pink violin.
- Then check their answers.
- Ask students to look at each picture. Listen to the teacher and repeat as whole class, groups and individuals.
- Ask students to work in pair, point to their book and speak.

- Let students practice speaking with the structure: “I’d like…”

	Implementation
	- Teacher will point one of the pictures of a bag, a bike, a vest and a violin, students will say the full sentence with “I’d like a new bag/bike/vest/violin quickly. 
- Which team says faster will have a star.

- Teacher can call one student from each team and make them stand against the board, then point at one of these flashcards.
- The class describe to those students, and they turn back to point at the flashcard.
- The fastest one makes a sentence with “I’d like…” to get one star.
