· Speaking: Use the structure to describe where the things/animals are

	· Be confident to use English to talk about things/animals and their location
· Be motivated to interact with other students through the classroom activities.

	1. Warm up (5’): Game. Who is faster?

	Goal
	· Create a friendly and exciting atmosphere before the lesson
· Students have positive energy to start the lesson

	Content
	· Play a short game
· Group division
· Class rules

	Outcome
	Students get engaged in the lesson, well behave and stay focused

	Implementation
	· Guide students to do four actions: run, walk, jump and raise your hands.
· Say the words or phrases aloud then ask students to do actions. Which teams do actions faster will have a star.
· Remind students the words and structure they learnt in previous lesson by flashcards and book:
Window
Wall
The kittens are at the window

	· Greet teacher.
· Listen and follow the class rules
· Answer teacher’s questions
· Sing a song or play a game

· Review previous lesson

	2. Presentation (10’): Act 1. Let’s trace

	Goal
	Students identify and practice writing/tracing the letter W and words with the letter W 

	Content
	· Trace the letter
· Drilling 

	Outcome
	· Write/Trace the letter Ww individually and in words correctly

	Implementation
	-    Teacher shows flashcard of letter W and says: “What’s it? Yes. It’s letter W. Today we’ll learn how to write the letter W.”
-   Play the software for the students to watch how to trace the Letter WW (both big and small Ww) two times.
-   Write letter W (a big W) in the air and count 1,2,3 at the same time.
-    Let students trace letter Ww: in the air, on the palm and on the friend’s back
-   Have students stand up and follow the teacher.
-   Repeat the same procedure with the letter w (a small w) and words window, wall.
-   Ask students to open their books and trace the letters W,w and the words window and zebra with a pencil.

	Goal
	· Students further practice writing/tracing the letter
· Practice students’ speaking skills

	Content
	· Draw and write the word for the pictures
· Look and say 

	Outcome
	· Memorize how to write letter W and words with W correctly
· Identify structure they have learnt to talk about things

	Implementation
	· Tell students to draw a wall and a window in their notebook, then write the words below the drawings. 
· After drawing, teacher asks students to ask and answer about their drawing with their friends using the structure: “What is it?” – “It is my..”
· Call some individuals on board and describe their drawing.

	4. Production (10’): Act 2. Read and write Yes or No.

	Goal
	· Develop students’ reading skills
· Develop students’ speaking skills
· Develop students’ confidence to use English to describe the location of things/animals

	Content
	· Write Yes or No to decide if the sentences are correct with the picture

	Outcome
	· Use the vocabulary and structure learnt in the lesson to identify the place of things/animals
· Speak English more confidently in a comfortable environment with friends, without control

	Implementation
	· Ask students to say the items and their location in the picture.
-    Tell students to look read the sentences and write Yes or No to decide if they are correct to the picture.
· Explain the examples for students to help them identify when to write Yes and No. Have them read out the true sentence and correct the wrong one.
· Give students time to do the task individually then swap their answers with friends before checking as a class
Key

*Game: Where is it?
-    When teacher says one item in the picture. The students have to find it and say its location using the structure of describing place of things/animals.
-    After the game, ask students to look, point and say the location of each item in the picture again.
