	Activity 1: Warm-up (5 minutes)

	Aims: Warm-up activity to revise the vocabulary they have learned through a song.

	b, Procedure
- Greet students and divide the class into 4 teams.
- Warm-up: Listen to a song: Objects in the room!

- The T shows the song and lets sts review some words and phrases relating to House.
- T asks sts: “How many objects in the house can you see?”
- T check all the comments.

- Ask sts to pronounce the word.
