	Activity 1: Warm-up (5 minutes)
a.Aims: warm-up activity to introduce the lesson, review the words of rooms in the house.

	b.Procedure:
- Greet the students
- Divide the class into 4 teams
- Play the video: My house

- Ask students to sing, dance, and remember rooms in the video.
- Ask students to answer the question: How many rooms are in the video?


- Check students’ answers and give comments.

	b.Procedure:
2.1. Vocabulary
Task 1: Circle the things in your house.

- Ask students to look at the picture and tell the teacher what they can see. 
- Ask students to answer the questions:  
Who are they? 

Where are they?

-Ask them if they can remember any words to talk about family members and things in a house.
-Ask students to keep their books closed. Ask them what things they can have in a house. Write answers on the board. 
- Show the list of things in task 1 on the screen and ask students to read.
- Look at the list of things on the board. How many things match the list in Activity 1? 
- Tell students to complete the task 1. Ask them where they would find the other things on the list.
2.2. Video: 
Task 2: Watch the video and circle.
The first time: 
- Ask students to watch a video with no sound about a house then tell the teacher who they can see in the video. 

- Praise the student who can name all the rooms and furniture in the video. 
The second time: 
- Ask students to answer the questions:  
 Is there any sound in this video? 
- Ask students to watch the video again with sound and do exercise 2 in the student’s book – circle the correct answer they can see in the video. 
- Ask students to exchange their books for pair checking. 
- Ask students to raise their hands if they have all the correct answers.
-Play a game: Angry Birds mystery box.

How to play: Students choose an egg and answer the question. Students have 5 seconds to answer. If students give an incorrect answer, another team can raise their hands to answer. If students get it right, they will get a MYSTERY BOX. The mystery box is good or bad. Students can keep it or give it to another team.
- Introduce and set game rules.

- Call students to choose a number and answer the questions.
