	Game: Penguins find the way home
Arrange sts to play in 8 groups. Teacher hands each group a set of vocabulary: pen, pencil, book, rubber, ruler, student, teacher, clock.  There are 8 little penguins hanging out far away from home. They play happily on ice with each other. It’s getting dark, however; they can not remember the way home. Please help each penguin find the way home by press on each penguin’s picture, answer the question behind. Sts look at the picture on screen and as fast as possible pick up the equivalent word and group says it aloud. If the answer is correct, you save that penguin.  
Set sts as 8 groups
Give game instruction
Hand each group a set of words
Choose a penguin to play as a demo
The first correct team will get a chance to choose the next penguin
Award the winner that has highest score

-Set context: Your Alien wants to visit your school on earth. However, he doesn’t know any things about it. He asks you so many questions whenever he meets anyone or anything. Guess what he asks. Then listen and check the question. How you answer.
- Show the picture one by one
- Ask sts to guess the Alien’s question
- Show answer with audio sound
- Sts repeat the questions
- Ask them to answer the Alien
- Show answer to check
- Ask sts to repeat
- Continue until the end of the four pictures
Checking: Play role
- Divide class into 2 big groups
One group will take a role of an Alien and one will be school teachers/ students
- Let sts Tick-tac-toe to choose their favourite role
- Fix the role duty: alien asks, the other answers
- Ask sts to play in 2 big groups several times 
- Have pairs ask and answer
- Stick star on the board for each team after a correct asking and answering
- Explain the grammar point:
Are you …?/ Are they ..
I’m not = I am not
aren’t = are not

	Task 7: Listen and repeat
-Set context: a Pirate wants to move on land. While moving, he’s got hiccups. So he releases a very strange sound /k/,/k/,/k/ (play video of /k/ sound, three times, let sts repeat the /k/ sound. If he keeps making hiccups, police will recognize him on land. Can you guess how he controls the hiccups (sts guess…) He makes a very cool sound. Play the video of /u/ sound for sts to listen and repeat several times
- Split sts into two big groups. 
- Ask one group to pretend the hiccupped pirate and one is controlled pirate
- Guide sts to take turn imitate the /k/ and /u/ sound correctly to save the pirate on land. 
The pirate brings lots of things in his suitcase on land. (Let sts guess which things he brings). Open the suitcase and take out: desk, clock, book, toy duck, all of them are black.
- Ask sts to listen to the sound of things ad repeat. Pay attention on /k/ sound. He wants to go to some places on land. (Have sts guess the places) 
- Show the picture school, classroom with desks in turn with sound for sts to listen and repeat.
- Ask sts to look at the desks in the classroom
- Ask how the desks are
- Play audio: The desks are cool
- Ask sts to listen and repeat
- Checking: 
- Look and match. Then say the sounds and words to friends
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- Listen to teacher

- Guess the sounds
- Listen and repeat the 2 sounds
