	Activity 1: Warm up (5 minutes)
a.Aims: warm-up activity to introduce lesson, review the words of foods

- Ask students to sing along and remember foods in the video.
- Ask students to answer the question: What are foods in the video?
- Check students’answer and give comments.

-Play a game: Guess the food
