	Task 1: Listen and point. Repeat

Teacher prepares flashcards or slide to review ten animals: elephant, giraffe, lion, monkey, frog, zebra, hippo, bird, owl, tiger and this is a …/ that is a...
Teacher splits sts into 2 teams. Name each team after their favourite animal. 2 teams are going to play Butterfly Catching with each other. Sts choose a butterfly to catch. The team can rob the flag first and answer correctly the animal behind the chosen butterfly, that team gets the point. Who catches most butterflies will be the game winner.
- Set context: two animals are having a very important contest. The animal that catches most butterflies will become the King of the majesties’ forest. 
- Set game rules
- Play as a sample
- Have teams choose a butterfly to catch
- Answer the question hidden behind
- Mark the team that has correct answer
- Award the new king of the forest

-Set context: Do you want to be animals’ friends? Do you want to be superman to understand what animals are saying? Let see what animal has the closest relationship with human. 
- Have sts guess the animal
- Show the picture of monkeys.
- Ask: what do monkeys say? 
- Play the sound ooh, ooh
What animals else do you want to be their friends?
- Show a picture of lions
- Ask: What do lions say?
- Play the sound roar, roar
- Read the song lyric:
- Show the lyric one by one
- Ask sts to listen and repeat
- Model singing:
- Tell sts if they want to understand animals and become their friends, you have to know how to sing and dance with them
- Show sts to pretend to act as monkeys and say monkeys’sound
- Pretend to act as lions and say lions’ sound
- Play the song once for sts to listen to and act along
- Sing the song
- Ask sts to sing and act along several times
- Have monkeys and lions show in groups, in pairs
