(“Kiss” has a/s/ sound before the ED ending so it’s pronounced /kist/). 
- Ask Ss: What about “watched”? How do you think that ed is pronounced in this word?

· /d/
After a vowel or voiced consonant sound (/b, g, ð, v, z, ʒ, dʒ, m, n, ŋ, r, l/) our vocal cords vibrate when we say those sounds, we pronounce the “ed” as /d/.
+ phoned
(“phoned” has a/n/ sound before the ED ending so it’s pronounced /fəʊnd/). 
- Check Ss’ understanding by asking them to give some examples.
· /id/
After /t/ and /d/ sounds, we pronounce /-id/.
+ started
(“started” has a/t/ sound before the ED ending so it’s pronounced /stɑːtid/).
 - Check Ss’ understanding by asking them to give some examples.
